Dayang Mastura Catamaran
The resort now offers private trips aboard 
the luxury Dayang Mastura, a Lagoon 620 
catamaran used for exploring the Langkawi 
archipelago. Guests typically book sunset sails 
or half-day trips between nearby islands, with 
longer island-hopping itineraries also available.

At golden hour on the private beach, the resort 
performs the Dance of Thanks to the Sea, a ritual 
inspired by Langkawi’s seafaring traditions. The 
dance reflects the island’s long relationship with 
the ocean, symbolising gratitude, protection 
and abundance.  It remains one of the more 
distinctive cultural moments of a stay.

Langkawi can be worth considering outside 
traditional peak travel periods. Rainfall often 
arrives in shorter bursts rather than lasting all 
day, and the island can feel greener, tropically 
fresh and sometimes quieter, particularly for 
longer villa stays.

The resort’s marine biologist leads a sea cucumber 
nursery supporting local populations of gamat, 
traditionally used in Malaysian medicine. Guests 
can learn about the species and the pressures they 
face, and join guided kayak trips to release mature 
sea cucumbers back into surrounding waters.

Dayang Mastura Luxury 
Catamaran
Glide across crystal waters as ninety-nine 
emerald islands unfold across the horizon.

With four en suite cabins and space for up to 20 guests, the 
Dayang Mastura catamaran is often used for sunset sailings, 
private island explorations and celebrations at sea. It works 
particularly well for proposals, anniversaries or a quiet evening 
anchored in a secluded cove.

Mangrove tour
One of Langkawi’s classic experiences. Boat 
journeys travel through winding mangrove 
waterways beneath limestone cliffs, seas stacks 
and karst formations shaped over centuries by 
tides, wind and rain.

The mangrove forests support a wide variety of wildlife and 
plant species, making this a fascinating way to understand the 
island’s coastal ecosystems constantly changing by the rise and 
fall of the tides.

Jungle trekking
Join a guided trek to the summit of Mount Mat 
Cincang Geoforest Park exploring some of the 
oldest geological formations in South East Asia, 
with limestone and sandstone formations dating 
back hundreds of millions of years.

The rainforest supports a wide variety of flora and fauna, with 
the chance of observing birds, butterflies and monkeys along 
the way. From the summit, rewarding views open across the 
island and surrounding sea.

Stops typically include Pulau Dayang Bunting, known for the 
freshwater “Lake of the Pregnant Maiden”, followed by eagle 
watching near Big Lion Island.

Langkawi offers a stronger sense of rainforest and natural landscape than many areas of Thailand, with fewer luxury resorts and less 
developed overall. It is also less secluded than the Maldives and combines well with other destinations across Malaysia or Singapore.

It’s ideal for luxury travellers looking for premium service, stunning rainforest and ocean surroundings, along with opportunities to 
explore the island’s culture and natural landscapes.

Five to seven nights works well when combined with Singapore or other parts of Malaysia. Ten nights or more suits travellers 
looking for a fully relaxed beach stay.

The closest comparisons are The Datai and Four Seasons Langkawi. The Ritz-Carlton is particularly well located for guests who want 
to explore more of the island, including the slightly livelier southern part of Langkawi.

Yes, for families of all ages. The resort has a well-regarded kids club, rainforest rooms can interconnect, and the island offers plenty 
to explore in a safe and secluded setting.

Booking early helps secure the best availability and room choice. The summer “green season” can offer good value, while festive 
stays often coincide with Langkawi’s drier months. Although dry weather is never guaranteed on this tropical island. 

Many guests comment on how much wildlife and rainforest surrounds the resort, along with the level of personalised 
service from the team.

Yes. The beachfront setting, private dining options and villa accommodation make it an excellent choice for honeymoon stays.
